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Rod imenica u srpskom jeziku – Gender of the Nouns in Serbian Language
Serbian language has three genders – masculine (muški rod), feminine (ženski rod) and neuter (srednji rod). 
The gender of the noun can generally be determined by its last letter. 
In singular:

· Nouns ending in a consonant are usually masculine: grad, pasoš, hotel, muškarac…
· Nouns ending in –a are usually feminine: žena, adresa, kuća…
· Nouns ending in –o or –e are usually neuter: more, jutro, ime, prezime…
In plural:

· Nouns ending in –i are usually masculine: gradovi, pasoši, hoteli, muškarci…
· Nouns ending in –e are usually feminine: žene, adrese, kuće…
· Nouns ending in –a are usually neuter: mora, jutra, imena, prezimena…
There are, however, exceptions to these rules:
· Some nouns ending in –a, like tata, deda, kolega, or names Nikola, Nemanja, Ilija, Matija, Aleksa, Nebojša, Strahinja etc. are masculine.

· Some nouns ending in –o or –e such as radio or names like Marko, Pavle, Rastko, Branko are masculine.
· Some nouns ending in consonant such as pamet, ljubav, krv, laž, noć etc. are feminine.
The rules stated above apply to the NOMINATIVE CASE*. Nominative names the nouns and it is the form of the noun listed in the dictionary. When the noun is used as the subject of the sentence, it is always in the form of nominative.

Example: Milica lepo svira gitaru.
*Serbian is a language with a case system. Cases could also be described as situations. Nouns appear in different cases/situations, indicated by different endings, according to the role they fulfil in the sentence. There are seven cases in Serbian: nominative, genitive, dative, accusative, vocative, instrumental, locative.
